Dear Member,
Once again we have been thwarted by the weather on a planned trip.  This time the run to Chapmans Pool fell victim to strong winds and rain showers and the event did not go ahead.  However, with this possibility in mind we cunningly built in to the programme another Chapmans Pool trip, which is scheduled for Sunday 30th August.  More details later in the month.

I’m glad to say that the weather for the ‘Round the Islands Figure of 8’ cruise was much better.  Sunshine and a decent breeze brought out 18 Shrimpers to the rendezvous off Pottery Pier.  What a fantastic sight as we set off close hauled, charging along the Upper Wych Channel towards Arne, then tacking through the anchorage at Shipstal Point to the alarm of all the yotties enjoying a quiet pre-lunch gin, before easing sheets onto a run and disappearing behind Round Island like rats down a drainpipe.  Although nobody had put in a reef, by the time we had completed the trip and dropped anchor at Redhorn Quay, it was unfortunately too windy to organise a big Shrimper raft-up.  Perhaps next time.

As mentioned in previous flyers, Poole Week takes place at the end of August and on Tuesday 25th August there is a supper at Parkstone Yacht Club for Shrimper racing crews.  Obviously not wishing to risk being deleted from John Tanner’s Christmas card list, most of the crews will be attending, but I hear there are a few places available for Shrimper crews not involved in the races.  As space is limited these will be purely on a first come/first served basis. So if you fancy going along for supper, (Beef casserole or Salmon Provencale at £7.75) please contact Barry Clouting on 01202.736995 soon.
Still on racing, the RMYC have for many years held an Autumn Sunday series for Shrimpers and Flying Fifteens, but the Flying Fifteens run their series continuously all season.  So it has been suggested that as a race officer and platform team are already in place, why don’t we use them for a Sunday Shrimper series.  After consulting some of you the consensus appears to be for a Spring Sunday series, to test the market.  I will relay that back to the RMYC sail secretary and see how it progresses.
Finally, and I’ve left the best bit till last, I have some excellent news regarding the Southampton Boat Show.  Our National Hon. Sec., Trevor Thomas, has negotiated a special deal for members of the S.O.A., with the help of John Goode, who many of you will know from Southern Sailing School and from the Sailing Today magazine.  All SOA members are invited to take advantage of a heavily discounted, no-strings ticket offer that is part of an initiative by National Boat Shows to revitalise the traditional side of boat shows.  
The special ticket price is £11 for any day including admittance on Preview Day, which represents a huge saving.  But wait, it gets better.  Thanks to the kind support of International Yacht Paints, everyone that takes up this offer under the SOA banner will also be entitled to a free glass of beer, wine or soft drink at the show. 
To order tickets (up to 10 only) go onto www.southamptonboatshow.com using the website’s ‘Print at home’ facility if possible, or phone 0844 209 0333, but in either case give the SOA reference code SJG22.  Please note that there will be a single transaction fee of £1.25  Ordering using the above reference code will produce tickets for ‘Preview’ day (11th September) that are also valid for any day of the show.  As it takes up to 7 days for tickets to arrive by post, tickets purchased shortly before the show may be collected on arrival at the main entrance.
Youngsters under 15 years go free (up to two per accompanying adult) provided tickets for them are requested when ordering adult tickets. 
A voucher will be sent with each purchased ticket, which can be redeemed for a drink at any of the refreshment outlets surrounding the Guinness Village in the Solent Park area of the show – but not in any other area. 
As this offer is strictly limited to certain organisations that have been invited, Trevor and John Goode have asked for us to be discreet and not release the ticket order code to non SOA members. 
Oh yes !  I was so excited I nearly forgot.  We have a Shrimper event coming up at the weekend.    Please scroll down to the last page for details and I hope to see you there.
· River Piddle  -  Saturday 8th August

Back by popular demand is the River Piddle trip, when we hope to explore the River Piddle by dinghy.  The plan is to enjoy a sail through the harbour on the last of the flood tide and arrive at about 12 noon at the entrance to the Piddle at the top of the Wareham Channel.  Once anchored we are faced with 2 ways of playing the picnic lunch, as High Water at the Piddle entrance is at about 12.30 hrs.  Either, secure your Shrimper at anchor, board the dinghy, head off whilst the tide is slack and return for a late lunch.  Alternatively, enjoy lunch on arrival at the anchorage and then set off to play Swallows and Amazons.  I leave the decision up to you, but if you choose the latter version, you may have to push against a bit of ebb tide.  The choice is yours!
