CHICHESTER HARBOUR FUN WEEK
Sunday 18th July to Friday 23rd July 2010

The week is aimed at those who want to get to know Chichester Harbour, maybe bringing the kids, grandchildren (or dogs!) with them, and cruise around admiring one of the south coast’s regions of natural beauty.  Other non-participating Shrimper owners are welcome to join us for organised evening dinners.   
Sunday 18th
Arrive Northney Marina (HT 1719) for an evening BBQ and even a sing-song!    Cost per boat in the marina: £15per boat,(tba).

Monday 19th
Leave Northney and sail to East Head and its sandy beaches.  


(LT- 1115, HT-1814).   Time to walk, play beach games and BBQ on the beach before mooring at anchor overnight at Pilsey Island or East Head.

Tuesday 20th
For those who wish to participate, some “competitive cruising” round the cans, this will be organised before sailing up to Emsworth Sailing Club to stay overnight on their pontoons. A dinner has been organised, and some local shops are open late if you need provisions.   (LT-1220, HT-1919).   
Wednesday 21st
Leave ESC for a leisurely cruise out-of-harbour around the Nab Tower and, if time allows, lunching at anchor in Priory Bay near Bembridge on the Isle of Wight.   (LT-1335, HT-2035).   We return to Chichester Harbour and tie up on moorings at Thorney Island Sailing Club for dinner and a game of Boules.

Thursday 22nd
Leave TISC for a sail up Itchenor Reach to Dell Quay (LT-1448, HT-2154).   In late afternoon we will be able to moor up against the Quay in Bosham from about 1830 for an over-night stay (£12 per boat) and a fish and chip supper provided in Bosham Sailing Club.   
Friday 23rd
After exploring Bosham, leave around 1100 to sail down to Itchenor Creek and Bosham Hoe (LT-1549), opposite Itchenor Sailing Club, where those who are participating in the Harbour Week have been invited to swim and play croquet and table tennis at a fellow Shrimper owner’s lovely waterside home!   Those who wish to do more sailing can explore other parts of the harbour.   We overnight in Birdham Pool which has access 3 1/2 hours before/after HT (2242).   It would be possible to go in on the earlier high tide (1020) and walk in the surrounding area around Chichester and Birdham marinas.

For the last evening we gather in Chichester Yacht Club at 2000 for a curry evening and a quiz
